Smiling not only changes a facial expression,daut
also make the brain produce endorphins which reghygsi-
cal and emotional pain, and give a greater senaelbf
being.

Researchers have identified two main varieties of
smiles:

1. The “Duchenne smile”, after the researcher Guitie
Duchenne, is the most studied, and involves theemov

ment of both the muscles near the mouth and the mus

cles near the eyes. It is believed that the Duaben
smile is only produced as an involuntary response t
genuine emotion, and is therefore what one codld ca
the “genuine” smile. Due to involvement of the mus
cles near the eyes, it is sometimes said that aneatl
whether or not a smile is ‘real’ by whether or itot
“reaches the eyes”.

2. The “Pan American smile”, on the other handhés
voluntary smile involving only the muscles arouhd t
mouth to show politeness; for example, by a flight
attendant on the former airline of the same name.
Considered insincere, this type of smile has aésnb
called the “Professional Smile”.

So check the smiles of those around you. Nowliou
know if they are “real” or only “professional”.
