 The Voters Assembly met January 25th 
 The Voters met for their regular meeting Sunday, January 

25th, in the church fellowship hall. 

 The year end treasurerôs report was positive.  We ended the 

year with $8,790.26 over our expenses.  You will remember we 

also paid off our building debt this year ahead of schedule, and 

purchased a complete set of plans for the church building expan-

sion.  We are very grateful, and thank God for you. 

 The budget of 2009 was adopted.  The total for the yearôs 

budget is $227,933.00, which is $18,047.00 more than last year.  

It means that we will need about $4,383.00 a week.  We aver-

aged $4,094.00 last year, so it is an increase of about $289.00 a 

week.  We ask God to guide us in meeting this commitment. 

 We ended the year with 493 baptized members and 403 

communicant members.  That was an increase of 61 baptized 

and 40 communicant members from last year.  Our average at-

tendance is 209.
